A group of Erie-area photographers
came together in 1991 with a goal of pro-
moting and supporting fi�ne art photog-
raphy in northwestern Pennsylvania by
showcasing the work of the people tak-
ing the photos.

Other founding members included
Anon, Misterovich, Jim Steadman, Pat-
ty Raydo and Tony Hunter. 

Besides promoting and showcasing
photography, their goals included defi�n-
ing photographic fi�ne art by educating
the community with gallery shows and
programs, and teaching those who as-
pire to advance their photography as
fi�ne art.

The society has held numerous work-

shops, seminars and exhibits over the
years.

“Having an organization like
PASNWPA is extremely important be-
cause it is a clear and concise reminder
that photography is and always will be a
valid art form,” Samler said. “With ev-
eryone grabbing pictures with their cell-
phones these days, I feel it is important
to keep our fi�ne art niche alive.
